The Students’ Union has a long history of
social responsibility. Through the Union’s
volunteering, charitable fundraising and
other community initiatives they have con-
tributed significantly, both financially and
socially to the people of Sheffield.
A few highlights include Rag, the Union’s
student-led fundraising initiative, this year
raising £73,000 for charities.
Their flagship initiative,
SheffieldVolunteering, involves over 1000
students each year providing services and
new projects for 142 community organisa-
tions, charities and local schools.
SheffieldVolunteering has been recognised

by the Higher Education Funding Council
and the Careers Research and Advisory
Centre as a Model of Good Practice.

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Since the 1960s, Macalloy has exported Bar
and Cable systems throughout the world,
supplying Sheffield steel to major civil and
building projects worldwide such as sports
stadia, airport terminals, ports and harbours,
bridges, hotels and conference centres.
Recent projects include Changi Airport
Walkways in Singapore, Nigeria’s
Okerenkoko Shoreline Protection, Port
Kembla in Australia and Tanjung Pelepas
Port in Malaysia.
Macalloy has radically changed its approach
to international markets, changing its route
to market by employing local agents and
local distributors - getting closer to the cus-

tomer. They have been achieving year on
year growth and this year expect to increase
export turnover by a further 40%.
